We are developing a parish profile, based on our  
parish survey results, and a description of Redeemer’s ministries. We will move forward in the 
search, and prepare to call our next Rector. Please know that as Priest-in-Charge, Fr. Wilson will have the opportunity 
to submit his name in this search process. 
  
During this time of the CV-19, it is essential that Church of the Redeemer continue to be guided by our clergy. In        
addition to Fr. Wilson, the parish is forever indebted to Fr. Christian Wood, Fr Ralph Strohm, Fr. Mario Castro, along 
with all our staff , volunteers, and other clergy, as they have moved mountains to provide daily opportunities for  
glorious worship, significant learning, meaningful service, and the truest sharing of our faith.
